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Dear Friends,

As my tenure as the Chair of the Eastern Shore of Virginia Community
Foundation draws to a close, I'm delighted to share our annual report and
results with you and our community.

We are now in our fourteenth year of operation and it is extremely gratifying
to have been able to award 80 grants totaling nearly $2,300,000, $231,000 in
2017 alone.

It is only through your generosity that we have been able to assist so

many organizations and it is a testament to the power of philanthropy. The
Foundation was established in October 2004 to benefit the residents of the
Eastern Shore and we focus entirely on 501(c)(3) organizations in Accomack
and Northampton counties. Many of the charitable organizations on the
Eastern Shore struggle to raise the funds to support the maintenance of their
facilities. Grants from the Foundation have supported the repair of historical
buildings and museums, and other older buildings, housing many needed
services for the Eastern Shore.

I’'m also pleased to relate that we have added two additional endowment
funds to our family of funds which totaled over $10 million at the end of
2017. Today the Foundation has 40 funds under management. This includes
14 funds established by organizations as permanent endowments to support
their work, and 9 donor-advised funds that allow the donors to recommend
grants for specific non-profit organizations. In addition, the foundation has 4
donor-advised (quasi) funds, 6 designated funds and 7 unrestricted funds.

The affiliate relationship between the Eastern Shore of Virginia Community Foundation
and the Hampton Roads Community Foundation places stewardship of ESVCF capital
assets with the Hampton Roads Community Foundation. Through its investment
committee, which has investment oversight responsibility for an endowment of
approximately $??? million, the Hampton Roads Community Foundation seeks to
invest resources prudently in order to preserve and grow the endowment’s capacity
to fund grants in accordance with donors’ wishes today and in the future.

The Hampton Roads Community Foundation is committed to being a good steward of
the assets entrusted to it by generous donors over the past 68 years. HRCF invests its
resources wisely so they grow to meet future needs while providing funds for grants
and scholarships today.

Oversight of their investment portfolio is handled by their investment committee,
which works with their investment manager, Spider Management Company LLC
of Richmond. Since 2011 the community foundation began investing with Spider
Management through its Richmond Fund. The community foundation joins University
of Richmond and other nonprofit endowments as Spider Managment partners.

How to Become a Donor

The Eastern Shore of Virginia Community Foundation offers simple and effective
options for donors who wish to improve their community through philanthropy. All
gifts to ESVCF can be funded with cash or through the donation of securities, real
estate, or stock.

Funds Available to Donors

Donor Advised Funds - Donor advisors can contribute assets at any time and then
recommend grants to nonprofit organizations from the advised funds they have
established.

Field of Interest Funds - Donors are able to address an area of concern, such as arts
and culture, education, the environment or human services. These funds allow the
Foundation’s Board to choose specific nonprofit organizations as grant recipients who
meet a donor’s criteria.

Unrestricted Funds - These funds support responsive and strategic grants and broad,
evolving community needs. The use of these funds are left to the discretion of the
Foundation’s Board of Directors, which regularly reviews proposals from area nonprofit
organizations.

Scholarship Funds - These funds provide students with financial resources for college
and other educational opportunities. Donors can establish criteria for the scholarship.

Designated Funds- Donors are able to select specific nonprofit organizations to receive
support as long as the organizations remain in existence and continue their charitable
purposes.

Organizational Funds - These funds are established by nonprofit organizations to
generate funds for their own use.
